What is happening with TLI?

Death of TLI?

I n 1897, Mar k Twain wrote that fAThe report of my death w:
respect to the District 69 Toastmasters Leadership Institute.

This year, the District team will not have a TLI chairman, responsible for TLI training throughout the whole district.
However, each division will still have TLI coordinators to ensure that Club Officer training is available to all clubs.
Instead of reporting to a TLI chairman, TLI coordinators will work more closely with the Division Governors and Area
Governors. After all, it is these Governors who are responsible for training within their Divisions and it is the Lieutenant
Governor Education and Training who has been elected to take ultimate responsibility.

TLI training is currently being carried out in all Divisions by some very competent Toastmasters and this will continue.
The main role of TLI is Club Officer Training i making sure that all of our club officers have the knowledge and skills to
make their club valuable for their members. The Division Governor in conjunction with the Area Governors and TLI
coordinators of their Division should also be looking carefully at what additional training is needed by Club Officers and
members of their particular Division.

At District Training, we will be looking at training needs for isolated clubs like Roma, Darwin and Alice Springs. We will
also be I ooking at what additional training is required.

experiences of their members.

There will be no return to the bad old days (before TLI) when an Area Governor could go to a club, do a ten minute
presentation at the end of the meeting and mark the club off as trained. Our aim is not to get points - it is to provide
members with valuable training.

Another change that has been implemented is the removal of District-based Mentors for every Club Officer Role.

Training is carried out by competent and experienced members and these are more accessible and better able to
provide mentoring for the people they have trained. I 6m

As we are changing the TLI organisation to some extent, perhaps an organisational chart will best explain the model to

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EVALUATION @ Challenge to change

Why Evaluate?

It is a belief commonly held that evaluation is the real
strength of Toastmasters. To evaluate effectively, then,
promotes the strength of the Toastmasters organisation by
creating an opportunity for learning.

When we speak in public, our goal should be to give value
to the audience and it is through evaluations that we learn
from the audience how well our presentation was received
and how well we presented our message.

Presenting points in an evaluation

Bearing in mind the educational focus of an evaluation, it is
important to have a clear process on how to present the
points of the presentation that were done well and those
that may need some tweaking for future presentations.

When highlighting the points that enhanced the
presentation, there is a simple formula in presenting these
in an evaluation:

The time allowed in an evaluation is only three minutes. In
this time, the maximum you can describe in an evaluation
